During the week there will be daily boat trips by Silverline Cruisers with a Birdwatch Ireland Guide on board, to explore

the flora and fauna of the River. Newgrange Currach will demonstrate how to build a currach and local teams will

compete to build the best one. There will also be fishing and photographic competitions.
